A pparently  
the  hon. m em ber refers to the case 
o f  a  certain  J. du.Plessis, o f Pinetow n, 
w ho was trapped  in the  speed trap  
concerned. T he traffic departm ent 
could  not trace him  to  inform  him  
o f  th e  w ithdraw al. On 7 F ebruary
1974 M r. D u  Plessis, apparen tly  on 
his way hom e afte r holiday, had an 
interview  with the  public prosecutor 
and was then  inform ed th a t the 
charge had been withdraw n.

(3) A ll offenders have alw ays had  the 
right to  approach  attorneys-general 
to  consider their particu lar circum ­
stances. I am  aw are o f the fact that 
som e offenders o f the regulations 
concerned approached attorneys-

general and that in deserving cases 
they were allow ed to pay adm ission 
of guilt.
